We would like to do the work ourselves by digging down
and putting a drain around the foundation to drain the water away from
the building.

The weather has
been too wet to work on this much of the time, however we need to
address this problem very soon. (The new windows on the other side
of the basement have taken care of any water problems formerly in that
area.)
