R Az many of you khow the power to
¢ | our Educational Building and Office
Complex faled on Friday, June 20t
That 1z the reason you did not recerve a
newsletter last weele We also did not
have hulleting the last two Sundays.
The underground line from the Educa-
tional Building to the main power
source shorted out as the conduit rusted out and water en-
tered the hnes. We even lost our telephone serwice. (This
line was nstalled i the late 507z or early 607s.)

We had planned to close the office all week until they
could begin the repairs on the following Thursday., How-
ever, Maty and [ came in on Monday, June 23 to work a
few hours while the money counters were in. Gregg Crain
atid Jerry Honse ran extension cords to our computers, the
telephone system and the copiers, so we proceeded to
work with open windows and only the light coming
through the wind ows.

Iary went hotme Tuesday afternoon and was on waca-
tion the rest of the week There was a nice breeze Mon-
day and Tuesday. Wednesday morning the office was
miserahle with no breeze blowang, 1 was plannmng to go
home after noon. Gregg came i at 11:30 am and said the
power was back on. Since Mary was on vacation and [
was leaving on Thursday we were not able to work out
details for the bulletin. We did not expect the power to be
o1 until Friday or Saturday.

In all of this we were greatly blessed. Our electrician
could not find the short wathout spending hours and dol-
lars searching. Was it i the cetling or underground?
Flans were to replace all wiring from the main box to the
Educational building. T don’t know what the cost would
have been, howewer I was expecting 10,000 to 20,000 daol-
lars.

Gregg Crain dug m the courtyard and found where the
service came out of the Educational Building and where it
went into our other buillding. He then went mzide and
found the connection box in a classroom near Fellowship

Hall We called the electncian back out and showed him
the connection. He was able to do a test and found the
short to be in the underground section. That saved alot of
wire and labor. He told us to dig the trench for the new
cotiduit and he would come back out

Terry and I rented atrenching machine and traler for
$ 110,00 and Jerry pulled it behind his wehicle, Gregg dug
the trench m about two hours. He tned to go straight to
the other bulding, but the old tree stump was in the way
and he could not bore through . He had to trench around
the tree. This would have cost us several hundred to sev-
eral thousand dollars to hire done.

We had called Dig Rite out to mark our property, but
they would not do so on private land. A5 a consequence
Gregg had to dig blind. The machine mcked either a wa-
ter or gas line, but did not damage it The line should
hawe been much deeper. We were only digging down two
feet. It also nicked our telephone line causing loss of ser-
wice to our kitchen phone. (There were several lines run-
ning i this condut. We believe these lines also routed to
the nursery phone and possibly other locations that did not
fail since the line was not cut through and only nicked.)
God blessed us that we did not have a major catastrophe
atid that 15 a result of Gregg’s careful use of the machine
atd hus former experience.

Cr electrician came out on Tuesday, disconnected the
old wire and ran the condut for the electrical and phone
wiring, On Wednesday at 11:30 atn he had the power re-
cotmected and back on. Thursday the telephone man re-
placed the phone wirtng in the bulding and Thursday af-
ternioon, June 26% the County Inspector gave s approval
and our men covered the ditch.

It 15 unfortunate that we had to replace the telephone
line at this time. Howewet, it was probably a blessing in
disguise. The conduit for the telephone line was also dete-
riorating. In a few weeks or months we could have
needed to dig another ditch for the phone line, as it was
probahly ready to faill This way we were able to lay it in
the same ditch and save time and labor. The extra cost was
very minimal especially considering the money we saved
by digging ourselves.

We owe a debt of gratide to Gregg Crain, Jerry
Honse and Dawid Pitt for all of this work, They also did a
lot of hand digging on some very hot days. They literally
saved us thousands of dollars m labor and matenal and
allowed us to be back with electricity sewveral days sooner.
Ed Eychner also worked very hard remowing the shrubs in
the courtyard and resetting the phones in the building as
well as the timers for our arr conditioning after the power
was restored.

Our electrician estimated § 3,875.00 as aworse case
scenario. He promised to do it for time and matenal, so 1f
the costwas less, that 15 what we would pay. He did have
to do some extra work for the telephone line conduit and
entry for the connection, but hopefully the price wall be
about the same. The telephone people estinated § 600,00
as a worse case scenario but hoped to come n at § 300.00.
We do not hawe the final hills. We do know one thing, our
et saved us several thousand dollars in labor and mate-
rial by finding the connection pomt, conduit routing and
by doing the manual labor. Thanks so much to Gregg,
Jerry and Dawid for yvour hard worls and ingenuity. God 1s
still good all the titne!
