$ 110.00 for our men to rent the trencher or a total of

$ 471781 for both jobs. Before we did our own trench-
g and found that we did not have to replace the winng
inside the building to the electrical box we had guessed
the cost to be between § 10,000.00 and $ 20,000.00. The
Lord blessed us by allowing our men to find the location
of the wire and junction box as well as giving them the
ability and time to dig and fill the trench. Praise God from
whom all hlessings flow!
